A.  Review and Approval to Send Draft Noise Ordinance to City Council
Following are individual comments or suggestions made by Planning Commissioners, including but not limited to:
1.  Noisy animals – for dogs, yes, for birds or cats, no.
2.  Favoring of Option #1 under Penalties.
3.  “Nuisance” vocabulary should be changed to “noise”, or “sound”.
4.  Test procedure measurements’ location – various areas discussed.
5.  Professionally trained individual to do noise decibel readings.
6.  Discussion of “models” from various communities.
7.  Changes can be made down the road if ordinance is not restrictive enough. 
6.  Importance of background level decibels.  Delta over ambient sound level at the time.
7.  Exemptions, construction services, lawn maintenance services (home owner & commercial) discussed.
8.  Loading & Unloading service times.
9.  Decibel numbers.

Mayor Pro Tem Maurina stated she was making changes on the computer pertinent to the noise ordinance.
