Conkey questioned the towing bill from 24:7 for $6,620.00.  Martin is still holding the check and
explained it is from the two vehicles that where impounded in the fatal accident.  Usually the
towing companies don �t charge communities when a crime is involved.  The city is no longer
using this company.  Martin is going to bill the two individuals, but doesn � t expect them to pay.

Conkey asked Bibeau if the city would have any recourse.  Bibeau explained, one vehicle
belonged to a Company and they weren � t able to use that vehicle for the last six months.  The
other behold to whom they thought was involved, but turned out they weren � t the cause, so they
are innocent.  Again this was evidence in a criminal case which the prosecutor requested holding
them.

BRIEF PUBLIC COMMENTS FOR ITEMS NOT ON THE AGENDA

Mayor Conkey opened the meeting to the public.

Leonard Schlicht, 1759 Stratford, asked if each tax payer was going to be assessed for the
street/drainage project.  Martin explained it is on their tax bill.  Residents who had a culvert put
in will be billed that later this fall.

Judy Schwanitz, chairman for Home and Garden Tour, thanked everyone at the city for their help
and invited everyone to the tour.  It will be published in the newspaper this weekend.

Bill Wright, 2306 Garland, questioned if he could park on the easement for the fireworks. 
Martin clarified the purpose is to protect the work that has been done and there is no parking in
the road right-of-way, except in improved parking spaces.

Jeff Dehnke, 1896 Warwick, asked if a day pass for the boat ramp could be issued.  The park
rangers could collect the money.  Currently they are sending them to the Boat Club and he would
like to see the money go to the City since they are getting on the lake anyways.  Martin stated this
was discussed last year and he would like to do it.  
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Dehnke asked what the minimal age kids could be left unattended in the park.  Martin stated it is
in the ordinance; he believes it is 12 years old.

Dehnke asked about residents having to be with their guest when they are in the park.  Martin
clarified, the policy is not that the resident has to be present.  It �s just that the resident has to have
purchased the tag and it is good for their family and eight guest.  

Mayor Conkey closed this portion opened to the public.

Welcome back Jeff, park ranger, to the beach.  They are doing a great job.  Hunger thanked him
for coming to the meeting.

Theatre IV will be setting up a booth again this year at the fireworks to sell food and pop.  They
will split the profits 50-50 with the city.

  a. Parks and Recreation Committee Activities and Fund Raising Updates

Mitch Black reported only one valet parking company was interested in doing the parking for the
fireworks.  They will provide two shuttles starting around 8:30 p.m.  They will work with the
park rangers to collect money.  

He recognized the park rangers are doing a good job.  He agreed there are a lot of young children
unsupervised.  

Conkey asked if minutes could be provided to City Council of their meetings.  Black asked
Council to attend the meetings.  The only participants at the last meeting were himself and Patty,
but he would be happy provide information to council.  

Lorenz asked Black what volunteers would be doing for parking at the fireworks.  Black said
they will need help with putting up signs. The police will be needed maybe in helping traffic get
out when they are leaving.   Lorenz suggested having the parking attendant give the driver some
kind of tag or receipt when they pay so they aren �t getting a free ride.  Hunger proposed talking to
the local merchants and asking them to put up signs stating  � no fireworks parking � .  

Eriksen agreed people are going to want to park on asphalt instead of dirt.  He would like to get
volunteers at these lots and collect $5.  Black stated it is hard to get volunteers on this day.  

Martin added, the city will need volunteers again to install the hundreds of  � no parking �  signs in
the city.  Martin will have the DPW install the posts on Friday and volunteers can attach the signs
on Saturday.

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  b. Update on Community Center and Use of Park Area

Martin discussed the use of the Community Center grounds and being able to rent the grounds
for a function.   He suggested letting residents rent the grounds for $100.  It will reserve that
property for them exclusively.  City Hall has had a number of requests for this.  

Lorenz questioned what area this would be.  Martin informed him it would be the grassy area on
Pontiac Drive side.  Eriksen suggested using both sides and getting more renting.   Martin stated
there may be a parking and bathroom problem.  Conkey suggested adding the cost to pump the
porta john in the rental fee and getting another one down there.  Eriksen suggested charging $25
extra or having them cleaned Friday, Saturday and Sunday.  

Moved by Dzenko, seconded Eriksen, allow the rental of the Community Center grounds,
same rules as the Community Center, with a fee of $125 a day, with tent approval with the City
Manager.

  d.  Consideration of Ice Cream vendors in the City

Martin and the Chief have been discussing not allowing Ice Cream trucks in the city.  First it is a
commercial use in residential area. It is allowing someone to come into the city and taking away
business from the local merchants.  If this type of vendor is allowed then others will follow.

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The ordinance doesn �t specifically allow or disallow it, but it can be prohibited for the reason
mentioned above.   One vendor has already come in to request a permit.  The Chief and City
Manager are recommending not allowing them.  

Lorenz asked if a profile check could be done with a fee to cover the check.  Martin would
recommend making the fee $200 if council decided to do this because it would be an extensive
background check.  There is still the concern with ease of access in snatching kids.  Lorenz added
but other vendors would be allowed also if they undergo the same background investigation.  

Dzenko is concerned with how liable the City would be if one background check was messed up
and something happened.

Eriksen stated it is an issue of safety of the City and you have to weigh the loss of not getting ice
cream from a truck, with getting it from home or at the store.  

Council all agreed to not allow any vendors in the city. 

   e. Update on Creation of DDA ZP-008-05

Martin updated, at the Planning Commission meeting McKenna explained updating the Master
Plan, the Orchard Lake Road Corridor and DDA.  They gave a little bit of how funding would
work.  Martin will be setting up a meeting with Oakland County to see if they are behind the City
for setting up a DDA.
